PRELIMINARY REVIEW

Averroes Academy — 1850 and 1868 Old Willow Road

Review of an amended request for a religious school in an R-1 Single Family Residential

District. Planner Michaela Mitchell stated this is the fourth time the item has been in front of the
Board for preliminary review. The application’s six month time lapse expired with the applicant
submitting a formal application, and the applicant had made some changes to the proposed
development. Planner Mitchell reviewed the application. She reminded the Board of the
preliminary requests presented to date in that area and of the sites now under construction.
Planner Mitchell noted that Old Willow Road is not constructed to current standards. She
presented and reviewed the applicant’s proposed site plan and reviewed the items for the Board to
consider which included the required variations. She noted the Comprehensive Plan would also
need to be amended.

In response to a question, Village Attorney Elrod stated he sees no potential violation to
RLUIPA in respect to the application in its present form. He stated by right they can locate here
if they meet the conditions.

Trustee Karagianis expressed his concern with the safety of the site, due to the possible
industrial use that may be located next to this proposed site. Secondly, he stated his concern with
the proposed minimal yards. He stated they are requesting large variations. He expressed a
concern with traffic also. He stated this is a new petition which presents a new building which is
bigger, it has changed significantly. He stated he does not care for it for those reasons.

Trustee Buehler stated he agreed with Trustee Karagianis. He stated that many of the
current users of the sites in the area have been operating as Industrial. He stated he feels the use
is incompatible with the surrounding uses. It is not a place you want to have students. It can
create a safety issue. The businesses now located in this area have to be respected. Incompatible

uses can not be thrown together.

present were: Trustees Frum, Karagianis, Buehler, Scolaro, Heller and Kole and President Marks (7).

The Clerk announced that a quorum was present.

Averroes Academy — 1850 and 1868 Old Willow Road — request for a religious school in an R-1 Single
Family residential District.

Director of Planning Tom Poupard reviewed the application. He stated the prior application was
for a school on Old Willow Road for only one parcel. The applicant realized one lot was not sufficient.
The applicant is now proposing to purchase a portion of the adjoining lot to increase the size of the parcel.

Trustees Buehler, Scolaro and Kole expressed concerns with the children and the traffic and the
surrounding parcel uses. Trustee Buehler questioned the surrounding parcels stating he is concerned the
applicant will go forward and then determine they do not like the existing surrounding uses.

Trustee Frum questioned how the Board envisions this entire area in the future. She stated she
would not have a problem with this use if the surrounding parcels are a lighter industrial use instead of a
heavy industrial use. Trustee Frum then questioned how this use compares to a religious use. She asked
the Applicant to address this with the Plan Commission

Village Attorney Steve Elrod stated it is subject to some of the same protections.

Director Poupard explained the difference of a private school versus a religious use in this area.
He stated that what applications come first will determine the future of the area.

President Marks agreed with sending it to the Plan Commission but requested the review all
safety issues. He questioned them being granted entrance from Patriot Drive.

Village Manager Novinson stated Glenview has stated they will not allow an entrance from

Patriot Drive.

President Marks called the Regular Meeting to order at 8:00 PM. On roll call, present were:
Trustees Frum, Karagianis, Buehler, Scolaro, Heller, Kole and President Marks (7). The clerk announced
a quorum was present. Also present: Village Manager Novinson; Assistant Village Manager Nahrstadt;

Director of Community Planning Poupard; Fire Chief Reardon, Finance Director Rowitz; Assistant

Director of Community Planning Schoon; Planner Smyth; Village Attorney Elrod; Recorder Moll.

Averroes Academy — 1850 Old Willow Road

Assistant Director of Planning Schoon presented the application of Averroes Academy for special
permit approval to allow construction and operation of a religious organization with an associated
elementary school in the R-1 single family residential district. He stated the applicant is looking for
preliminary Board comments on the proposed project. The plan includes construction of a religious
organization with associated elementary school and requires certain variations to allow a reduction in the
required yards and setbacks. The applicant appeared before the Board about a year ago but did not submit
a formal application thereafter; a second preliminary review is required if the applicant does not apply
within 6 months. The general plan and building design are similar to the previous submittal, only some
details have changed.

Mr. Schoon noted the applicant has proposed constructing a 41,000 square foot elementary school on
the 1.90 acre site which is located east of Shermer Road on the north side of Old Willow Road. The
property is zoned R-1, single family, and is surrounded by R-1 zoning to the east and west and I-1
Restricted Industrial to the north and Glenview public land to the south. The Comprehensive Plan has
designated the property as suitable for light industrial.

The building is longer and narrower than the original plan; there will be a one-way drive around
the exterior of the building; they have provided larger setbacks from the property line. The proposed use

is allowed in the R-1 district by special permit, it will be an elementary school associated with a religious



facility. Mr. Schoon noted that the Fire Department would like a 20 foot road around the site; the
applicant would need to work with the Fire Department to provide adequate access to the rear of the
property. Within the school building there will be a 1900 square foot main hall that will be used as a
prayer room. Current enroliment is 65, projected to be 250 in the future. Certain variations will be
required. The current R-1 zoning is not in conformity with the comprehensive plan designation of
industrial use for the area. Mr. Schoon suggested the Board should determine if the proposed use will be
compatible with the subject area given the conflict between the Zoning Code and the Comprehensive
Plan. Ms. Schoon advised that earlier in the year the Board reviewed a preliminary application for a
property two lots away from the applicant. That applicant was a construction company and they have not
filed a formal application. They wanted rezoning from R-1 to I-1. Some trustees felt the industrial use
was more appropriate for the area than a school. He stated the proposed project does not meet minimum
front and side yard requirements. Yard and setback variations would need to be granted by the Board in
order for the project to proceed. The Board will have to consider whether it is appropriate to grant such
variations in that location.

Trustee Karagianis stated it was okay to send this application to the Plan Commission although he
did not know what the current plan is. He stated he was concerned about safety because of the industrial
uses in the vicinity. Other trustee comments: make sure to get comments from the Fire Department
regarding access, turn around and availability of adequate pressure for sprinkler systems. Any
landscaping that will be required should be at the expense of the applicant. No problem with the
application. Safety is important and safety measures should be explored. Trustees were generally in
favor of the application and wanted the applicant to remain in the Village. Applicant should try to obtain
more land to accommodate the applicant’s plan. There are many trucks in the area so safety is a definite
issue that should be addressed. Fire Department access is important. School should develop an effective
screening and landscape plan. Send to Plan Commission with mixed feelings. Access and children’s

safety are important issues. The project will spruce up the area. Check availability of water pressure.

Clerk announced that a quorum was present.

Averros Academy — Old Willow Road, seeking a special permit and variation approvals to allow the

construction and the operation of a religious elementary school in an R-1 Single Family Residential
District. Trustee Karagianis stated the school is already in existence. Trustee Frum stated she was
concerned with the Fire Department’s ability to access the rear of the building. She discussed the
landscaping. Trustee Frum questioned if this should be zoned as I-B. Attorney Elrod stated there would
have to be a public notice to rezone.

Trustee Buehler stated parking is an issue, but he would be content as long as access issues are
taken care of with the Fire Department. He questioned the R-1 or I-B zoning and stated his concern with
the possible growth of the school. Trustee Karagianis asked if there should be a proposal with and
without a gymnasium and asked the Plan Commission to look at both alternatives. Trustee Scolaro stated
that the growth of the school was also his concern and it should be addressed now. Trustee Heller stated
he has a concern with the setbacks. He stated they are small on the east and west side. He stated he also
had a concern with bringing in emergency vehicles. Trustee Kole addressed Attorney Elrod asking if
there is a maximum student allotment based on footage. Attorney Elrod stated the Illinois School Code
has standards, but he does not know what they are. In regards to zoning purposes, the Village can impose
population limitations. President Marks was in agreement with the proposal, but was concerned with the
gymnasium and with the width of Old Willow Road. Trustee motioned, seconded by Trustee Buehler to

send it back to the Plan Commission. All were in favor.

Accessory and Temporary Structures & Uses- No Comments

Off-Street Parking

It should be noted that the one-way circulation on the front portion of the Subject Property is not
conducive to leading into the two-way circulation which is located on the northern portion of the
lot surrounding the proposed building.

The proposed “pull-through” parking spaces located on the Subject Property may impede the
circulation of the property and could be confusing for users to navigate.

Off-Street Loading — No Comments

Signs

H3

A wall sign has been requested. Please remove the ground sign from the landscape plan so
that the plans are consistent.

H7

Wall signs cannot exceed 20 feet in height in the R-1 District. The sign height is measured from
grade to the top of the wall sign. Currently the proposed wall sign is approximately 30 feet in
height. An alternative location for the wall sign which would be below 20 feet in height would be
to place the wall sign on the canopy.

The Applicant could request a text amendment to the Village Zoning Code to allow wall signs in
excess of 20 feet in height in the R-1 District.

H9

The sign illumination may not exceed 50 foot candles. This will be reviewed at the time of
requesting a sign permit.

Buffers and Landscaping Requirements

Parking lot must be screened accordingly

1. Every parking lot visible from a public street must be buffered and screened for a height of
not less than six feet above grade. Provide on the landscape plan the height of the proposed
landscaping (including but not limited to the Northwood Red Maple, Polka Weigela, White
Oak, and Little Princess Spirea) located along the front of the Subject Property screening the
parking lot.

One of the properties located to the west of the Subject Property (along the southern edge of the
Subject Property) contains a residential use, so the special requirements for non-residential uses
adjacent to residential uses are applicable. This requires that there be at least a six foot tall
buffering on the west property line. Since fences cannot exceed 3 feet in height in the front yard,
the buffering will need to be done through means of landscaping, such as an evergreen hedge.

Variations

Yard variation is required for the proposed improvements on this site.
