Approximately three million children are
reported abused and neglected in this
country each year.

What Constitutes Child Abuse?

The mistreatment can either result in
injury or put the child at serious risk of
injury. Child abuse can be physical (i.e.
bruises or broken bones), sexual (i.e.
fondling or incest), or mental (emotional
injury or psychological illness).

Neglect is the failure of a parent or
caretaker to meet “minimal parenting”
standards for providing adequate
supervision, food, clothing, medical care,
shelter or other basic needs.

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The Grandparent Scam

Don’t Let It Happen to You

You're a grandparent, and you get a phone call or

an email from someone who identifies himself as

your grandson and indicates he needs money.

He’s identified himself by name and explains he needs money
loaded on to a prepaid gift card and asks for the account
number. This is an example of what’s come to be known as The
Grandparent Scam.

The Grandparent Scam has been around for a few years and
the Northbrook Police Department frequently gets calls from
residents who either followed through on the request or had
questions about such calls. Recently it seems the scam and
scam artists have become more sophisticated. Thanks to the
Internet and social networking sites, a criminal can sometimes
uncover personal information about their targets, which makes
the impersonations more believable. For example, the actual
grandson may mention on his social networking site that he’s

a photographer who often travels to Mexico. When contacting
the grandparents, the phony grandson will say he’s calling from
Mexico, where someone stole his camera equipment and passport.

Common scenarios include:

o A grandparent receives a phone call (or sometimes an e-mail)
from a “grandchild.” If it is a phone call, it’s often late at night
or early in the morning when most people aren’t thinking
that clearly. Usually, the person claims to be traveling in a
foreign country and has gotten into a bad situation, like being
arrested, getting in a car accident, or being mugged...and
needs money wired ASAP. And the caller doesn’t want his or
her parents told.

« Sometimes, instead of the “grandchild” making the phone
call, the criminal pretends to be an arresting police officer, a
lawyer, a doctor at a hospital, or some other person. Other
scenarios involve the phony grandchild talking first and then
handing the phone over to an accomplice...to further spin
the fake tale.

o There have been reports of military families victimized: after
perusing a soldier’s social networking site, a con artist will
contact the soldier’s grandparents, sometimes claiming that a
problem came up during military leave that requires sending
money to an address.

o While it's commonly called The Grandparent Scam, criminals

may also claim to be a family friend, a niece or nephew, or
another family member.

What to do if you have been scammed.

The financial losses in these cases—while they can be
substantial for an individual, usually several thousand dollars
per victim—typically don’t meet the FBI’s financial thresholds
for opening an investigation.

« Please call the Northbrook Police Non-Emergency number at

o Also, file a complaint with the Internet Crime Complaint
Center www.ic3.gov (IC3), which not only forwards complaints
to the appropriate agencies, but also collates and analyzes the
data—looking for common threads that link complaints and
help identify the culprits.

o The best advise is to avoid being victimized in the first place:
Resist the pressure to act quickly.

« Try to contact your grandchild or another family member to
determine whether or not the call is legitimate.

« Never wire money based on a request made over the phone or
in an email...especially overseas. Wiring money is like giving
cash—once you send it, you can't get it back.

The Northbrook Historical Society is the Keeper of the Stories

and the Window to our Past

The Northbrook Historical Society is much
more than a building or a repository for
information about the area. Sometimes,
we act as a resource for local groups or
individuals by gathering information
about people and places in our Village
and searching for confirmation of local
lore. Other times, we help people or
groups gather resources and information
about previous generations or special
memories of living in Northbrook.

One of the subjects we get lots of questions
about is former restaurants along Skokie
Boulevard. Do you remember The Pickle
Barrel, Victoria Station, Pat Patterson’s or
Olive Garden as part of the Northbrook
restaurant scene, or the very large Miller
High-Light Beer bottle at the SE corner of

Lake Cook Road and Skokie Boulevard?
Do you remember the variety of businesses
that used to call Skokie Boulevard home?
Strike i’ Spare? The Edens Theaters?
Peacock Palace? If so, you can help us by
sharing any memories or photos you have.
Send them to northbrookhistory@comcast.net
or bring them to the Historical Society.

For 40 years, the Society has acted as a
resource for the community and used our
resources to share the story of the Village
with its residents. Last fall, the Society was
delighted to connect the St. Peter Church
and Cemetery Board with companies that
do cemetery restoration. Because of the
information we provided, they are beginning
a three-year cemetery restoration project.

As a 40th Anniversary project and gift to

the community, the Northbrook Historical
Society is joining the efforts to restore the
cemetery by undertaking the restoration of
the off-center Friederich Schermer obelisk.
The monument overlooks the road named for
him. In October, we'll tell his story as part of
a Cemetery Walk at St. Peter Cemetery.
